· Academy Awards for outstanding film achievements of 2011 will be presented Sunday, Feb. 26, 2012, at the Kodak Theatre at Hollywood & Highland Center®.
· Oscar Night® America is the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences' grassroots program that enables charities to host glamorous fundraising events in conjunction with the Academy Awards ceremony. The Oscar Night America program was established in 1994. 

· Altogether, Oscar Night America events have raised nearly $33.5 million, with all the proceeds benefiting the participating communities throughout the United States.

· Oscar Night events range from casual receptions to black-tie affairs, with ticket prices ranging from $25 to $500.

· In 2011, 50 organizations participated in Oscar Night America with more than 17,000 people attending Academy-sanctioned parties. In 2012, 49 locations are expected to participate.
Oscar Night America benefitting People Working Cooperatively

· This year’s Wild Wild West event is the 15th annual Oscar Night celebration by People Working Cooperatively (PWC).
· In 2011, PWC’s gala raised a record-breaking $155,000 placing it as one of the most successful Oscar Night events in the country last year.
· Proceeds raised during Viox Services’ Wild Wild West Oscar Night event directly benefit PWC’s Modifications for Mobility program. The modifications program has a waiting list of approximately 125 clients.
· Modifications for Mobility is a critical program for PWC that provides complicated home modification projects that are typically too expensive for low-income, disabled clients.
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
