More than 3,000 volunteers to rake leaves, clean gutters
CINCINNATI – More than 3,000 volunteers will help 1,000 elderly and disabled homeowners prepare for winter on Saturday, Nov. 12 through Prepare Affair, People Working Cooperatively’s annual fall volunteer event in Southwest Ohio, Northern Kentucky and portions of Indiana. Volunteers can also choose to work the following weekend, November 19, to tackle overflow and unfinished jobs.
One of the region’s largest single-day community volunteer events, Prepare Affair brings together individuals, businesses and community groups to help elderly and disabled neighbors with necessary pre-winter work such as raking leaves and cleaning gutters.   
“PWC’s Prepare Affair adds significant value to the community,” said PWC’s president Jock Pitts. “Our professional staff and volunteers will spend the day raking leaves and cleaning gutters so that our region’s most fragile homeowners can have peace of mind before we head into winter weather.”
Prepare Affair was created in 1987 and is an extension of what PWC’s dedicated group of employees and volunteers do on a daily basis to help clients live safely in their homes. 
The event, along with other PWC services, helps local homeowners stay safely in their homes and allows neighborhoods to remain intact.
