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Case Study: Quadriplegic Witnesses a ‘Miracle’ and Regains Independence
According to Ricky Goins of Middletown, Ohio, “PWC has done a miracle for me and my household.” 

After a terrible accident, Ricky was diagnosed as a quadriplegic.  The incident left him temporarily paralyzed from the neck down and although well on the road to recovery, he was essentially forced to learn to walk all over again.  He became accustomed to using a cane or walker to get around his home of 30 years and a wheelchair when he went outside, but naturally, this created a few obstacles for Ricky. 
In an effort to help Ricky regain his independence and mobility, PWC provided several home repairs and modifications. The staff tackled critical home repairs first, replacing the water heater and some of the home’s damaged electric and plumbing work.  The organization also remodeled the couple’s upstairs laundry room and bathroom, making them both handicap accessible.
The largest project of all was a complete roof replacement. Before the repair, Ricky commented on the extreme condition of the problem, saying whenever it rained outside, it rained inside too. After the project was complete, he remembers listening to the rain outside one night and telling it to continue as long as it so desired. PWC had shielded him from the storm.
