CINCINNATI – August 22, 2011 – People Working Cooperatively (PWC), which serves 20 counties in Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana, is asking for supporters to continually vote for the nonprofit in a contest through The Home Depot Foundation Aprons in Action program. 
PWC has the opportunity to win a $25,000 gift card from The Home Depot but it will take a large group of people who can vote daily to help them win. Voting runs through August 31 at www.facebook.com/homedepotfoundation. 

PWC, a nonprofit that provides critical home repair, weatherization, modification and maintenance services to help residents stay safely in their homes, is competing against three other nonprofits across the country.  PWC is currently in third place with more than 2,000 votes.  Seattle-based Northwest Hospital Foundation holds the first place spot with more than 6,000 votes. The two other nonprofits selected are Genesee County Free Medical Clinic in Flint, Mich., and Highlands Little League in Jacksonville, Fla.
PWC, which is based in Bond Hill, a neighborhood of Cincinnati, Ohio, is the only candidate in the states of Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana up for this award. 
“Being selected for the Aprons in Action Program is an honor, and PWC is looking to supporters of PWC to help us win,” said Jock Pitts, president of People Working Cooperatively. “We’d like to put that money toward critical home repairs and modifications for our region’s most fragile neighbors. $25,000 is a lot of money to PWC, and we could do a lot of good work for Tri-State homeowners if people get online to vote for us daily through August 31.”
