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Cincinnati’s People Working Cooperatively Competing for $25,000 from The Home Depot Foundation in August Facebook Contest 
People Working Cooperatively One of Four Nonprofits Competing in Foundation’s Aprons in Action Program; Winner to Compete for $250,000 in 2012
 

CINCINNATI – People Working Cooperatively (PWC), which serves 20 counties in Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana, has been selected as a finalist for Aprons in Action, The Home Depot Foundation’s unique Facebook voting program, and now has the opportunity to win a $25,000 gift card from The Home Depot.  Voting begins August 1 and runs through August 31 at www.facebook.com/homedepotfoundation. 
PWC, a nonprofit that provides critical home repair, weatherization, modification and maintenance services to help residents stay safely in their homes, has a chance to win up to $275,000 through the Aprons in Action contest. The organization with the most votes will win the $25,000 prize, and be in the running for the grand prize of $250,000 at the end of the year-long program.  The runner-up organizations from each month will receive $5,000 in The Home Depot gift cards.
During the Aprons in Action Contest, which began in April 2011, 11 monthly winners will be selected.  In March 2012, Facebook fans will have the chance to help one of those 11 winners win the $250,000 grand prize.  The organization that receives the second and third most votes will receive $150,000 and $100,000 from The Home Depot, respectively.
In the August round of the competition, People Working Cooperatively is competing against three other nonprofit organizations from across the country including Genesee County Free Medical Clinic in Flint, Mich., Highlands Little League in Jacksonville, Fla., and Northwest Hospital Foundation in Seattle, Wash. PWC, which is based in Cincinnati, Ohio, is the only candidate in the states of Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana up for this award.
“Being selected for the Aprons in Action Program is an honor, and we are so thankful for the recognition from The Home Depot,” said Jock Pitts, president of PWC. “We’ve worked with Team Depot in previous annual events, and if we win the $25,000 Home Depot gift card, we will be able to provide additional home repairs and modifications for some of our region’s most fragile neighbors. We encourage everyone to go to Facebook and vote for People Working Cooperatively.”

Prior to being selected as a finalist for Aprons in Action, People Working Cooperatively and Team Depot volunteers provided home repairs and modifications during the 2011 Repair Affair and prepped homes for cold winter weather during the 2010 Prepare Affair.
Across the country, The Home Depot Associates give back to their communities by volunteering their time and talents with local nonprofit organizations, like PWC. The Aprons in Action Program recognizes these successful partnerships and gives each of the featured nonprofits the opportunity to do additional work with Team Depot volunteers to better their communities.
“Aprons in Action is our $1 million effort to support the most active and engaged nonprofit organizations across the country,” said [The Home Depot Foundation Spokesperson].  “Over the course of this program, we’ll distribute $1 million to 48 deserving organizations from across the nationwide Team Depot network, allowing them to continue their great work serving our communities.”
