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People Working Cooperatively Receives Grants for Indiana Emergency Home Repairs

PWC expands Indiana services
DEARBORN COUNTY, Ind. – People Working Cooperatively (PWC) announced today it has secured more than $40,000 in grant funds to carry out its mission to repair the community one home at a time, specifically in Dearborn and Lawrenceburg, Indiana.

PWC received two grants from the Dearborn Community Foundation and one grant from the Duke Energy Foundation to provide its services in Indiana. The Dearborn Community Foundation, Inc. awarded $10,000 to People Working Cooperatively, Inc. from the Dearborn Community Foundation County Progress Grant Program for emergency home repairs to low-income families in Dearborn County. PWC also received a $25,000 grant from the Dearborn Community Foundation’s Lawrenceburg Community Grant Program Phase 2 for its whole house repair program for low-income residents in Dearborn County.
In addition, PWC received a grant of $7,500 for repairs in Indiana from Duke Energy Foundation. The grant was made possible through the Indiana Statewide Fund and the efforts of Pat More, an area manager at Duke Energy. 

The Cincinnati-based nonprofit originally expanded into Indiana in 2009 after it was awarded a $1.8 million grant from the Indiana Housing and Community Development Authority. While the bulk of PWC’s work in Indiana has been weatherization services, PWC will offer emergency and critical home repairs to Indiana homeowners.

“People Working Cooperatively is expanding the breadth of our work in Indiana,” said Jock Pitts, president of PWC. “While the community may know PWC as a weatherization provider, there’s a lot more that we can bring to the table. We are thankful to the Dearborn Community Foundation and the Duke Energy Foundation to give us the opportunity to spread our wings.”
