Secured Grants Help PWC Meet Increased Need
CINCINNATI – People Working Cooperatively (PWC), a local nonprofit that provides critical home repair, weatherization, modification and maintenance services to help residents stay safely in their homes, announced today it has secured $57,500 in grant funds to help carry out its mission, specifically surrounding home modifications.
PWC received $7,500 from The Wohlgemuth Herschede Foundation; $25,000 from the Charles Moerlein Foundation, Fifth Third Bank, Trustee; and $25,000 from The Carol Ann and Ralph V. Haile, Jr./U.S. Bank Foundation. The funds will go toward PWC home modifications in the Greater Cincinnati region and help PWC meet an increased need in its services.
“Home modifications are typically more expensive than other services PWC provides,” said Jock Pitts, president of PWC. “We are so thankful for these funds because we are facing an increased need within our home modifications.”

PWC performs home modifications for clients who have limited mobility due to illness, injury or age. Services can include handicapped-accessible ramps, bathroom modifications, kitchen modifications and grab bars. Modifications are costly and some of PWC’s traditional funding does not cover these client needs. The Modifications for Mobility program has a waiting list of more than 100 clients. 

“Private donations are critical to the stability of our Modifications for Mobility program,” said Chris Owens, director of development at PWC. “The funds we received from these generous donors will truly benefit some of our Tri-States most fragile neighbors.”

The home modifications give clients a sense of independence and dignity. The modifications remove barriers that clients face within their home and help ensure the clients’ safety.
