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People Working Cooperatively to Renovate Headquarters 
Awarded grants to improve PWC multi-purpose room
CINCINNATI – People Working Cooperatively (PWC), a local nonprofit that provides critical home repair, weatherization, modification and maintenance services to help residents stay safely in their homes, announced today it has received funds to help renovate its headquarters in Bond Hill.
The nonprofit organization will be putting the awarded funds toward the renovation of its multi-purpose room, which serves as a main gathering location for its volunteers and employees. The renovated multi-purpose room will feature new ADA-accessible entrances, ADA-accessible restrooms and a newly-installed heating/cooling system. The renovated room will also be more energy efficient.
PWC received $15,000 from two sources: $10,000 from The Louise Taft Semple Foundation and $5,000 from an anonymous foundation.
“The renovation of our multi-purpose room is a project that will allow PWC to better use our existing space for volunteer and employee meetings year-round,” said Jock Pitts, president of PWC. “We hold a lot of our trainings in this space and want to be able to make the most of it. A renovated room may even allow us to open it up to other community groups.”

The current room does not have a heating or cooling system, which limits the time of year when the room can be used comfortably. In addition, the multi-purpose room does not accommodate the number of PWC volunteers or employees who regularly meet there. After the renovation, the room will be able to seat 290, an increase from its current seating capacity at 188. 
PWC expects the renovation of the multi-purpose room to be complete in 2012.
