Secured Grant to Help PWC Meet Increased Need

PWC’s “Whole House” solution to home repair allows the organization to supply more than 13,000 services annually to homeowners unable to adequately care for their homes. When possible, PWC helps homeowners become more self-sufficient in the care of their home.
