Tony Gray, a weatherization expert at PWC, said that the nonprofit can help reduce home energy expenditures by as much as 20 percent.

“Our goal is to help clients who have been battling to keep their home warm enough to live in,” said Gray. “We know residents around Greater Cincinnati face dire situations during a long, cold winter, and we make sure clients see safer and more comfortable living conditions through this weatherization program.”
